Vast majority 
of these slow lorises 
were caught in the 
wild and traders 
ripped their teeth 
out to make 
them less 
dangerous.

* By photographing yourself with wild animals for money 
and buying souvenirs made of endangered species, you 
support their gradual disappearance from the wild.
