Greater slow loris
(Nycticebus coucang) < VULNERABLE >
is a protected v
prosimian species native
to the Indonesian island of Sumatra,
peninsular Malaysia,

Singapore and Thailand.

Slow lorises are at risk mainly because of

illegal wildlife trafficking - owing to their
cuteness they are being sold as pets.

The Kukang Rescue Program was founded
in 2014 as a response to the critical
situation of illegal trade in slow lorises in
Sumatra. In 2017, the program established
the Wildlife Preservation Foundation
(PASAL Foundation) under which all
activities in Indonesia have been run.
